Committee reports:

Airport: Mr. Wilt had nothing to report.

Street Lights and Chamber of Commerce: Mrs. Grier reported that all of the street lights that are out have been reported again to National Grid. She had nothing to report on the Chamber.
Youth and Website: Mrs. Wilt reported she has updated the website. She reported that there will be a little league team this summer in Lake Pleasant.

Property, Liability and Health Insurance: Mr. Baker reported that there has been a PERMA training set up for March 25th, 2015 at 8:00am at the Piseco Community Hall. He said it is mandatory for all Town of Arietta employees both full time, part time and elected officials.
Mr. Wilt reported he has talked to a couple of engineering firms about putting up a building at the highway garage for a wash bay for the trucks. He said they all said there needs to be a survey done to find out the size of the property, the buildings will have to be placed on the survey exactly where they are located. At that time the engineer can determine if there is room enough to put a wash bay or bays. Their estimate for a wash bay was about $250.00 per square foot. The oil separator could run from $30,000.00 to $50,000.00.
Mr. Wilt reported that the Town has had an Article 78 filed on February 6th, 2015 stating “Denial of a building permit application”. He thinks the decision will be done “on submission” which means no one has to show up for court, the judge will look at the information and make a decision.
Mr. Wilt reported that Joyce and Marion the office secretaries will make an appointment tomorrow to take their tests to become notaries of public.

Mr. Wilt reported that he didn’t make up the forms for work sheets yet. He will do that and send it out to everyone so they can give him feedback. 
Mr. Wilt reported that all vehicles need to have Town of Arietta emblems put on them. Mr. W. Parslow said he doesn’t have enough. He will give one to Mr. Wilt who will give it to Tom Bonni of Bonni Signs to see if he can make them.

Mr. Wilt reported that the joint meeting between the Town board and the Piseco School board went well. He said there is interest in talking about sharing rooms in the school. They would like to appoint a committee made up of one member of the Town board, one member of the School board and three people from the community not on either board.

Mr. W. Parslow reported to the board that there needs to be more signage put up on the Arrowhead road. He said that people are going the wrong way as the road is a one-way road. Some people are trying to take a short cut instead of going one-way. 
Mr. Baker asked when the new fuel and gas keys will be made available. Mr. Wilt said they should be soon as the company installing the new system has had trouble with the cold weather. Mr. W. Parslow also said that next year the fuel will have to be mixed sooner before winter cold weather sets in because they have had problems with it gelling up this winter.
Mr. Knapp reported that years ago when the person who was doing the mechanic work on the snowmobiles and drags for grooming trails there was a different wage than what he received for grooming. He said that the person currently doing the mechanic work is asking for the higher wage when he is doing mechanic work. Mr. Wilt will look into it to see how it can be done.
