 WHEREAS:  the Highway Department Employees are given annual winter call-in-bonuses as an incentive over their Step and Grade or can move up to a different scale on the step and grade, and

WHEREAS:  the General Department does not have any incentives for employees who have reached the final step in the Step and Grade Wage Scale who continue to enhance their duties for the Town of Arietta or move to another Scale, and

 WHEREAS:  after review of  the current Town of Arietta Employee Agreement Plan the Arietta Town Board will allow the following incentive for the General employees who have reached the final step on the wage scale and have taken additional training and become certified beyond their regular duties and continue to stay certified an annual amount of $750.00 or a $1.00 hourly raise above the regular wage scale, and
