Minutes  - Town of Arietta Zoning Board of Appeals was called to order by Chairman Gary Avery at 6:00 PM.

Others present:  Approximately 10 people were in attendance.  Attendees were asked to sign in if they intended to speak.  Those who chose to sign in were one illegible signature, Robert Erickson and Susan Brewer.
Case #1603 –   Robert Erickson and Susan Brewer submitted a variance application at the behest of Mel LaScola.  Mel said the applicants have been very cooperative and forthright with information but because of Code #5.030 – Shoreline Structure Setback, they needed to apply for a variance.  The code states “”A minimum setback of one hundred (100) feet from the shoreline is required for all structures in excess of one hundred (100) square feet except docks”.  Mel felt the variance should be granted.  He would have issued a permit had it not been for the 100 foot Code #5.030.  The structure will be more than 100 square feet.
The existing house has T111 siding and a metal roof.  The new house will have pine siding and a shingled roof.  The applicants have gotten an engineer’s certification that the septic system and well are compliant and in good condition.  The house will be demolished and the new house will not be in the same footprint but will meet all setback requirements. The existing house has a loft for sleeping space and the new house will have one bedroom.  They submitted engineered plans.

Several questions were asked by ZBA members and answered by Mr. Erickson and Ms. Brewer.  There were no public comments.  Chairman Avery asked for a vote.  
Ayes: Avery, Dorr, Laver and Sczerzenie.  The variance was granted in a 4 – 0 vote.  Chairman Avery noted this will be submitted to the APA and they have 30 days to respond.  Case closed.
