Town Buildings & Grounds: D Stobo looked at Riley house with Bob Tomson, he thought it might be able to be pressure washed, he will look at in the future.

Website & Chamber: absent
Airport: Supervisor reported issue with the septic at the airport, it appears it was never connected it was built in 2005, it was not used enough have issues. Craig Small with the Highway men helped fix the septic, town did get a permit and engineered. 

Lake/ Dam Invasive: S Rudes reported the boat wash stations are now open at the Campsites. The dam engineers from Schnabel are very busy and have not gotten back for dam examples. It was suggested to keep pressuring them.
Highway Superintendent: C Small Superintendent reported the highway men have been ditching all roads in town, chips funding went up 31% this year. Street lights all 28 have been fixed on is still out because they can’t get to it over the Haskell Road bridge that is out. Sat in on a round table discussion on salt usage. Salt storage is part of the problem and the towns salt shed area was used as a bad example. This will need to be addressed in the future along with grants for a new salt shed.

Also working on Powley Road keep up on that for FEMA. 

There is a new type of augur drive sanders that will use less material and will be a continuous spread. Would like permission to buy two new sanders about $64,000.00 for cost on state contract. Quote I have is good till the 15th of this month June. Supervisor said to get a resolution for the next meeting. 
Zoning: Mel LaScola zoning officer reported he wanted to let the Town Board to be aware that he is putting a stop work order on a house that has put an illegal septic system in a year ago, the owner lives in Florida and rents the house out, and refused to do anything about it, so will put stop work order on house so it can not be used till it is fixed.

The one with the for the highway would be under the school also so it can go under a shared service grant allowing a bay for the school buses.
