WHEREAS:  the Town Board of Arietta is required to establish a commission of five people who must be at least eighteen years old and a citizen of the United States to carry out the intent of said Local Law #1 of 2011, and
WHEREAS:  pursuant to Local Law #1 of 2011 the original commission appointed by the Town of Arietta Town Board by Resolution # 12-06-17.  is now defunct.  Original members’ terms expired during 2013 and 2014, with no subsequent appointments made, and
WHEREAS:  the Town of Arietta, Town Board recognizes the need that appointments need to be made to the Commission as required by Local Law #1, 2011, and
WHEREAS:  the Town of Arietta, Town Board after consideration will appoint the following five persons to act as commissioners to carry out the powers, duties and decisions as outlined in attached Local Law #1 of 2011 “A Local Law to Protect the Quality and Regulate the Level of Piseco Lake in the Town of Arietta, and 
WHEREAS:  the Commission of five will consist of the Town of Arietta Supervisor, President of the PLA (the Town Safety Officer as amended), the Highway Superintendent and two Town of Arietta Board members who will be appointed annually at the Town Board’s annual organizational meeting, and
WHEREAS:  some of the duties of the Commission may require immediate action prior to convening the full Commission.  In such circumstances, the Town of Arietta Supervisor in consultation with the Town’s Safety Officer and the Highway Superintendent is authorized to implement such immediate actions. Appropriate 
notification of such actions shall be made to the full Commission and the full Town Board, and

WHEREAS:  pursuant to Local Law #1, decisions of the Commission may be appealed to the full Town Board within 20 days of such decision, and
THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED:  Town of Arietta Town Board will, by separate resolution 22-08-49, rescind resolution #12-06-17 which established the original commission. and
FURTHER, LET IT BE RESOLVED:  that the Town of Arietta Town Board does appoint the Town Supervisor, the Town Safety Officer, the Town Highway Superintendent and two additional, annually appointed, Town of Arietta Town Board members to carry out all the powers and duties as stated in the attached Local Law #1 of 2012 “A Local Law to Protect the Quality and Regulate the Level of Piseco Lake in the Town of Arietta” effective immediately.

PISECO LAKE SPILLWAY PROCEDURES 

The Town of Arietta (TOA) is responsible for the placement and removal of planks in the Piseco Lake Outlet spillway, The spillway is located where the outlet flows under the New York State Route 10 bridge in the Town of Arietta.  An agreement/easement also exists between the TOA with the owner of the property, on which the spillway is located, allowing access to the spillway area for the purpose of such plank placement and removal.

The purpose of the plank placement/removal is to maintain (provide) a stable Piseco Lake Water Level at a height agreeable to shoreline residents, property owners and all users of Piseco Lake during the months during which the Lake is open, free of ice and the weather permits recreational use (May-October aka “the season”).  Historically, the optimal goal has been to maintain the water level at 1660.61’ above sea level. The TOA continues to utilize this as the optimal goal.

The spillway planks are put in place, in stages, during the Month of May and removed on or around the Columbus Day Holiday, also in stages. Adjustments to the planks between these dates, are made due to extraordinary circumstances.   All placement and removal are weather and water level/ flow dependent. The Town Supervisor, in consultation with the Highway Superintendent/Town Safety Coordinator, as authorized by Town Board Resolution #22-08-50 will make the determination to place or remove the planks.  The safety of the workers placing and removing the planks is the primary consideration. Weather forecast and availability of the Town’s workforce are also determinants.  

When in place, the spillway boards will be positioned so that an approximately three-foot (3’) section is open at each end of the spillway to allow visible, free flowing water, as requested by the property owner and consistent with guidance provided by the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation.

TOA Board members will be notified, via e-mail, of the Supervisor’s and Highway superintendent/Safety Coordinator’s determinations regarding plank placement and removal. Courtesy e-mall notifications will also be made to the President of the PLA and the owner of the property on which the spillway is located.  In addition, these actions will be noted on the Lake Level Record on the Town’s website.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Snowmobile Trails-J. Grier had nothing to report on trails She did report that she had called the Veterans Administration at the Fulton County regarding the list of deceased veterans in the Town of Arietta. At this time there is no available list. She will keep in touch with them. Supervisor Rhodes also asked if she thought that the snowmobile club would be interested in grooming the town trails. She stated she would inquire at the next meeting of the snowmobile club.
Town Buildings /Grounds- D. Stobo reported he called Chris Hotaling and Chris will start painting the town buildings agreed on starting August 5th or 8th.
Supervisor Rhodes asked D. Stobo to obtain bids for insulating with spray foam the exterior exposed walls in the Community Hall.
Lake/Dam/ Invasive/ Campsite: S Rudes inquired about the buoys at the spillway. Superintendent C. Small reported that the buoys were installed and the signs will be put on the buoys this week. Bill Hotaling asked the board if the Town of Arietta will be responsible for repairs to the dam when needed. Discussion followed.
Internal Management/Insurance/ Recreation/ Chamber-   Christy Wilt reported she will be meeting with the Lake Pleasant Recreation Committee and discuss sharing costs for activities that both Lake Pleasant and Piseco students will be attending.  Supervisor Rhodes stated that the town will match 50/50% with the Piseco School for the costs of the summer recreation program. 
Highway Superintendent-   Superintendent C. Small stated the town was doing heavy trash pickup this whole week and the building of the salt storage building could possibly start by the end of the month.  He also reported he had interviewed 1 person for the highway position of Heavy Equipment Operator.
Zoning Officer- M. LaScola had nothing to report.
At this time Bob Erickson gave a presentation regarding a small 10x10ft building (pre-made shed) to be placed on the Piseco Airport. The specifications and cost were given to the board and discussion followed. The structure would be used as a warming area for cross country skiers, snowmobilers etc. 
Supervisor Rhodes asked for a motion to allow the Piseco Lake Association to proceed with the Piseco Pavilion Project. 

S. Rudes made the motion and C. Wilt seconded, All in favor J. Grier, C. Wilt, D. Stobo, C. Rhodes and S. Rudes motion was passed. 

NEW BUSINESS -OLD BUSINESS:

 Finance/Airport- 
Supervisor Rhodes reported that the new section of the cemetery is all staked out and that Mr. Sherman was acceptable to taking the two trees down that was previously discussed.

He reported that the Airport runway should be completed by 8/15/2022 with the exception of the striping
There was also a discussion on the possibility of using a” buyback” of Highway employee unused vacation time. This would help insure there will be sufficient workers throughout the year. This will be discussed again after more information has been obtained. 
Supervisor Rhodes reported that the Piseco Lake Historical Society has requested to use the vault at the Piseco Community Hall to store valuable pictures.  He called for a motion to allow the Historical Society to have a key to the lower door and a key to the vault for storage. S. Rudes made the motion and C. Wilt seconded   All board members were in favor. Motion passed
